WELCOME: On behalf of the Mission Viejo High School Music Boosters, thank
you for adding our competition to your field show season schedule! We are filled
with anticipation and excitement and are so pleased you will attend!

FIRST AID: Please make sure your parent chaperones and student leaders are aware
of the location of our first aid station. First aid will be located near the pit entrance
of the field.

BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK PARKING:

Please check-in with the parking personal upon arrival, and they will escort you to your
assigned parking area. We request that all trucks, trailers, and equipment vehicles
arrive at least half an hour before the student busses arrive. Space is limited, and the
parking had been mapped to accommodate all the schools based on their size and number of
attendees. Directors need to present WBA credentials.

TICKET PRICE: Price for admission to the Competition is $10 for adults, $5 for
children 5-12. Programs are $5, and PARKING IS FREE

CHECK-IN: Chick-in is located just outside the stadium entrance. You will see a
motor home and red EZ Ups and tables.

SNACK BAR: Snack bar will be open at 11:00am. Please see the attached menu.
You have the opportunity to PRE-PURCHASE MEAL TICKETS for your students,
see the attached enclosed form.

ARRIVAL/WRISTBANDS: Wristbands for performers, pit crew/parent helpers
will be given to you in your check-in packet upon arrival per WBA regulations.
These wristbands will allow entrance to the_Visitors and the Band Members only
entrance on the home side of the stadium only or designated seating on the home
side if available. Directors and staff will need to use their official WBA
Membership Badge for admission to the stadium. Any chaperones that wish to
watch on the home side will be asked to purchase a spectator wristband from the
ticket booth.




MUSIC WARM UP AREAS

All upper parking lots are quite zones. Practice may take place on campus or on the
lower practice fields. Percussion, please stay away from quiet zones as far as
possible.

PERCUSSION EQUIPMENT/PROPS: Please make sure you have adequate
staff and means to assist the moving of your percussion equipment and props to
and from the performance area. Please see the Detailed Schedule for Front Ensemble
report times on the WBA website. Motorized vehicles are NOT allowed on the field
turf at any time.

TIMING: 1A/2A/3A bands have 13 minutes and 4A/5A have 15 minutes to take the
field, perform, and exit the field. Please refer to the WBA contest rule book for further
clarification.

JUDGE’S COMMENTS: The WBA now uses a software program called Competition
Suite. Please refer to the WBA web site under forms to make sure you are signed up for
this.

SEATING ASSIGNMENTS FOR VISTOR STANDS: At check-in you will
receive a seating assignment for your ensemble. Please sit in the designated areas.
